Any Proposal submitted will be regarded as an offer by the Bidder and does
not constitute or imply the acceptance of the Proposal by ISA. ISA is under
no obligation to award a contract to any Bidder as a result of this RFP.

ISA strictly enforces a policy of zero tolerance on proscribed practices,
including fraud, corruption, collusion, unethical or unprofessional
practices, and obstruction of ISA vendors and requires all bidders/vendors
observe the highest standard of ethics during the procurement process
and contract implementation.

When applicable and required as per Section 5, the Bidder shall describe
the necessary training programme available for the maintenance and
operation of the services and/or equipment offered as well as the cost to
the ISA. Unless otherwise specified, such training as well as training
materials shall be provided in the language of the Bid as specified in the
BDS.

The Financial Proposal shall be prepared using the Standard Form provided
in Section 6 of the RFP. It shall list all major cost components associated
with the services, and the detailed breakdown of such costs.

Any output and activities described in the Technical Proposal but not priced
in the Financial Proposal, shall be assumed to be included in the prices of
other activities or items, as well as in the final total price.

Prices and other financial information must not be disclosed in any other
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place except in the financial proposal.

A Proposal Security, if required by BDS, shall be provided in the amount and
form indicated in the BDS. The Proposal Security shall be valid up to thirty
(30) days after the final date of validity of the Proposal.

The Proposal Security shall be included along with the Technical Proposal.
If Proposal Security is required by the RFP but is not found along with the
Technical Proposal, the Proposal shall be rejected.

If the Proposal Security amount or its validity period is found to be less than
what is required by ISA, ISA shall reject the Proposal.

In the event an electronic submission is allowed in the BDS, Bidders shall
include a copy of the Bid Security in their proposal and the original of the
Proposal Security must be sent via courier or hand delivery as per the
instructions in BDS.

The Proposal Security may be forfeited by ISA, and the Proposal rejected,
in the event of any one or combination, of the following conditions:

All prices shall be quoted in the currency or currencies indicated in the BDS.
Where Proposals are quoted in different currencies, for the purposes of
comparison of all Proposals:

a) ISA will convert the currency quoted in the Proposal into the ISA
preferred currency, in accordance with the prevailing UN operational
rate of exchange on the last day of submission of Proposals; and

b) In the event that ISA selects a proposal for award that is quoted in a
currency different from the preferred currency in the BDS, ISA shall
reserve the right to award the contract in the currency of ISA’s
preference, using the conversion method specified above.

If the Bidder is a group of legal entities that will form or have formed a Joint
Venture (JV), Consortium or Association for the Proposal, they shall
confirm in their Proposal that : (i) they have designated one party to act as
a lead entity, duly vested with authority to legally bind the members of the
JV, Consortium or Association jointly and severally, which shall be
evidenced by a duly notarized Agreement among the legal entities, and

vi. They have a record of timely and satisfactory performance with their
clients.

vii. The consulting firm should provide credentials, through adequate
references or documentation, their current local presence in the ISA
focus regions. Past experience of working with ISA and/or with
multilateral/international organizations will be an added advantage.

The evaluation team shall review and evaluate the Technical Proposals on
the basis of their responsiveness to the Terms of Reference and other RFP
documents, applying the evaluation criteria, sub-criteria, and point system
specified in the Section 4 (Evaluation Criteria). A Proposal shall be rendered
non-responsive at the technical evaluation stage if it fails to achieve the
minimum technical score indicated in the BDS. When necessary and if
stated in the BDS, ISA may invite technically responsive bidders for a
presentation related to their technical proposals. The conditions for the
presentation shall be provided in the bid document where required.

In the second stage, only the Financial Proposals of those Bidders who
achieve the minimum technical score will be opened for evaluation.

ISA reserves the right to undertake a due diligence exercise, also called post
gualification, aimed at determining to its satisfaction, the validity of the
information provided by the Bidder.

If a Proposal is not substantially responsive, it shall be rejected by ISA and
may not subsequently be made responsive by the Bidder by correction of
the material deviation, reservation, or omission.

Provided that a Proposal is substantially responsive, ISA may waive any
non-conformities or omissions in the Proposal that, in the opinion of ISA,
do not constitute a material deviation.

ISA may request the Bidder to submit the necessary information or
documentation, within a reasonable period of time, to rectify nonmaterial
nonconformities or omissions in the Proposal related to documentation
requirements.
